FUTURE TIME (PERFECTIVE VERBS)

Most Czech verbs ,Zije v paru”, that is, they have an imperfect and a perfect form, for example
délat/udélat. These indicates the way a verb captures an action or activity in terms of
incompletion or completion, repetition or singularity.

Imperfective verbs capture the action as a process. These verbs express unfinished,
incomplete or repeated action. They have a past, present and future tense:

minuly ¢as délal jsem
pfitomny Cas | déldm
budouci ¢as budu délat

Perfective verbs capture the result of an action or event at a specific moment, for example, at

its beginning or end. Since finite verbs cannot express the present, they only express the past
and future tenses.

minuly ¢as udélal jsem
pritomny Cas
budouci ¢as | udélam

The future tense of perfective verbs is formed by using the present tense endings (of
imperfective verbs):

ja udélam
ty udélas
on,ona,to |udéla
my udélame
vy udéldate
oni udélaji

Although these forms look like the present tense, they express the future:
Zaplatim. Sejdeme se v 6 hodin. Zavoldm ti.

Some verbs do not have a perfective counterpart, such as modal verbs ((chtit, moct, muset))
or verbs expressing state (byt, spdt, stadt).
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
