CONDITIONALS

To form the conditional, we use the past participle (as in the past tense) e.g. byl, délal, mél,
chtél, mohl, etc., plus the auxiliary forms.

Subject Masculine Feminine Neutral
/ délal bych délala bych |délalo bych
you délal bys délala bys délalo bys
he/she/it | délal délala délalo
my délali bychom
You délali byste
They delali

In the plural, the written language distinguishes the forms délali (masculine animate), délaly
(masculine inanimate and feminine) and délala (neutral). In colloquial language, mostly only
the form délali is used.

Formal addressing in the subjunctive mode

Byl byste tak hodny? pouzivame, kdyZ oslovujeme muze.
Byla byste tak hodnd? pouzivame, kdyz oslovujeme Zenu.

Reflexive verbs in the conditional

For the reflexive verbs, the ending -s in the 2nd person sg. (in the form ty) is transferred to
the reflexive pronoun se or si, for example:

divala + bys + se = Divala by ses na film?

dal + bys + si = Dal by sis ¢aj?
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
