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THE VERB PHRASES | LOVE/I LIKE (DOING)
Mdm rad/rdda vs. rad/rdda délém

If you like or love someone or something and the affection is of a more permanent nature, say
mdm rdd, for example, Mdm rdd kdvu. Remember that the verb mit rdd is used with the
subject in the accusative case. The singular form of the adjective rdd in the masculine form is
rdd, in the feminine form rdda, in the neutral form rddo; in the plural form in colloquial
language, we can use the common form rddi.

madm rdd/rada/rédo mdme rddi
mas rad/rdada/rado mate radi
ma rad/rdada/rddo maji radi

The negative takes the form nemdm rdd/rdda/rddo a nemdme rddi.

Mdm rad hokej. (when a man speaks)
Nemdm rada pivo. (when a woman speaks)
Mdme rddi nasi ucitelku. (plural)

If you are talking about what you like to do, say rdd/rdda and add a verb, for example:
Rdd plavu. (when a man speaks)

Nerada cvi¢im. (when a woman speaks)

Rddi chodime do indické restaurace (plural)

rad/rdada/rddo plavu radi plaveme

rad/rdda/rdado plaves | rddi plavete

rad/rada/rddo plave radi plavou

Libi se mi + nominative

If something has a positive effect directly on your senses (except for the sense of taste), say
libi se mi; for example, Libi se mi tenhle dim. or Libi se mi ten muZ/ta Zena.

The person expressing the desire is grammatically expressed by a pronoun in the dative case.
The thing or person you like is in the nominative case in this construction.
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Libi se mi tato kniha.

Libi se ndm tato kniha.

Libi se ti tato kniha.

Libi se vam tato kniha.

Libi se mu/ji tato kniha.

Libi se jim tato kniha.

Since the verb libit se is conjugated like the verb ucit se, the form libi se is used with both the
singular object (Libi se mi tato kniha.) and plural objects (Libi se mi tyto knihy.) The negative
form is again formed by the prefix ne-: Nelibi se mi tato kniha.

Chutnd mi + nominative

If you like a food or drink, say chutnd mi; for example, Chutnd mi pivo. Chutnaji mi knedliky.
The person who expresses liking is grammatically expressed by a pronoun in the dative case.
The thing you like the taste of is in the nominative case in this construction.

Chutnd mi tento chleba.

Chutnd nam tento chleba.

Chutnad ti tento chleba.

Chutnd vam tento chleba.

Chutna mu/ji tento chleba.

Chutnd jim tento chleba.

Since the verb chutnat is conjugated like the verb délat, we use chutnd in the singular form

(Chutnd mi celozrnny chleba.) and chutnaji in the plural form (Chutnaji mi ceské housky). The
negative form is again formed with the prefix ne-: Nechutnd mi Spendt. Nechutnaji mi morské

ryby.
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
